The following persons, groups, and entities are qualified applicants who may submita NIC and an
application to participate in the competitive bidding process: 1) current LSC recipients; 2) nonprofit
organizations that have as a purpose the furnishing of legal assistance to eligible clients; 3) private
attorneys, groups of private attorneys or law firms; 4) state or local governments; and 5) substate
regional planning and coordination agencies.
